Terminology

Web Site – One web site is created per reseller. Each Sharepoint site is a host header entry in that web site. The web site naming convention is servername_OUID# where servername is the name of the Sharepoint server and OUID# where # is the ID in the Users table for the reseller. The ISP Admin always has an ID of 1.

Setting Up SharePoint Server
1. Setup the Sharepoint server following the Unify instructions 
a. You will need to install the Unify SharePoint Server Installer, however you can disable EnsimRemoteService.

2. Using the Sharepoint Central Administration set configuration database to the existing SQL server and existing database that was used to setup your existing Sharepoint server.
3. Stop the default web site your new Sharepoint server
4. Each reseller (including the ISP Admin) needs a unique IP address for their website. You can choose to use the existing IP address or you will need to add a new IP address on the externally facing network card

a. Start off by using the existing IP address of the server for the ISP Admin and for each reseller add a new IP address

5. Create new web site for the ISP Admin or reseller
6. Call the web site the same as on other server (servername_OUID#)
7. Add a new host header with the existing or newly assigned IP address and leave Host Header value blank

8. Enable Read, Write, Directory Browsing, Log Visits for the web site in Internet Information Services.
9. In Sharepoint Central Administrator, select Extend virtual server for the new web site. Then select extend & map to another virtual server.
10. Select the appropriate existing servername_OUID#, 
11. Select create new app pool (AppPool_servername) and specify sharepoint_appid & password.

12. Repeat these steps for each reseller. The Sharepoint virtual server only gets created when an organization is provisioned under that reseller. So once you create a reseller, you will need to autologin and create a sharepoint site. Once you do this, you can follow the above steps.

Configuring Load Balancer
1. For each reseller their  web site must be on a unique external IP address

2. So for one reseller, 55.44.33.22 would map to 10.0.0.1 and 10.0.0.2. A second reseller would map to 55.44.33.23 would map to 10.0.0.1 and 10.0.0.3. The 10.0.0.1 would be the Unify Sharepoint server and 10.0.0.2/10.0.0.3 would be on the second manually configured Sharepoint server.
